Project and team are transdisciplinary (covering at least 3 

research councils)

Lead and team have demonstrated the required level of 

expertise to carry out the project 

Clarity of aims

Match between methods and aims, and likelihood of 

yielding results that address the research question

Feasibility (i.e. likelihood of project completing on time 

and providing results).

Potential impact of the research

Overall score
