	· Cyclists are reminded that they have a responsibility to comply with the Highway Code. Cyclists are strongly advised to refer to the Highway Code here:  https://www.gov.uk/highway-code
·  Cyclists are also strongly advised to refer to the online rules for cyclists here:

· Cyclists are informed that because of the difficulties with supervising them when they are away from the workplace, they carry a responsibility for their own and others safety on the roads.

· Cyclists are instructed not to use a mobile phone whilst cycling.

· Cyclists are informed that they should never wear a personal stereo or similar whilst cycling.

· Cyclists are informed that they must wear appropriate clothing whilst cycling; clothing which is unlikely to impair their ability to cycle safely.
· Cyclists are informed that they must never carry anything on the bicycle, including passengers, or their person, which would make them unstable whilst cycling.

· Cyclists are informed that they should check the condition of a bicycle before use. 

· Cyclists are strongly advised to use cycle lanes where available.

· Cyclists must not cycle on the pavement.
· Cyclists are instructed that they should not use a bicycle when the weather would make it unsafe, e.g. dangerously icy roads, or high winds.
	· Cyclists must report any faults immediately to reception. The bicycle must then not be used.

	· Cyclists are advised that they should wear high visibility clothing.  (Fluorescent Jackets and Trouser cuffs are available from reception).
· Cyclists are advised that they must use lights in poor visibility conditions and at night.  Lights are fitted to bicycles, as well as red rear reflectors and reflectors on pedals, and should be checked before use. Lights are available from reception.
· Cyclists are strongly encouraged to wear cycle helmets and are provided with fitting instructions.  Helmets are available from reception.

	Ill health

	· Cyclists must inform department if they are not physically fit to ride or have health problems or personal circumstances that could make cycling hazardous.

· Cyclists are instructed that they must not cycle when under the influence of drugs or alcohol.  This includes any prescriptive drugs that could adversely affect their ability to cycle safely.

· Cyclists are advised that they should have regular eye tests and ensure that any necessary glasses or similar are worn.
	· If in doubt, cyclist must seek advice from doctor or pharmacist before starting on journey.

	· All departmental bicycles are maintained annually in a roadworthy condition by a competent contractor.

· All bicycles are fitted with a warning bell or similar.

· Cyclists are instructed to carry out routine checks on lights, tyres, brakes and other safety features before using bicycles.
