c) To remain in the employment of the Nuffield Department of Primary Care Health Sciences for two years beyond completion of the TEBM course or to pay a falling proportion of the costs back (50% for each full year beyond completion of the 2015 TEBM course). (NB - this condition will not apply if the Department ends your employment e.g. if your fixed term contract ends and is not renewed).
